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Critical approach to the implementation of real-name system
on bulletin board of the internet

Exploring right of anonymous communication

At the point when the legislation on the implementation of real name
system on bulletin boards of the Internet, which means personal
identifiable information is known on the Net, is enacted, the present study
explored problems of the legislation through literature review.

Major research questions and results are the following: First of all, in
spite of the assumption of high correlation between Internet anonymity
and the deviation from social norms on the Net, existing empirical studies
have not supported the systematical evidences on the correlation between
the two.

Second, there is a conceptual inconsistency between the policy effect
sought by the regulation and the instrumental implementation of real
name system on bulletin boards of the Internet. Real name system on
bulletin board of the Internet could be seen as institutionalized base on
traceable anonymity (anonymity that refers to personal identifiable
information, e.g., registered user name) among a variety of levels of
anonymity. However, because most of Internet providers have already
implemented such a system voluntarily, negative events that occurred in
cyber culture due to anonymity have almost taken place in situations in
which one can trace the anonymity. Accordingly, the enactment of the
legislation is useful for tracing cyber crime, but the effect of the
legislation might not be helpful in improvement of cyber culture.

Third, anonymous communication on the Internet is a part of freedom
of speech embodied in the constitution. Foreign legal cases and policies
have focused mainly on the protection of anonymity and other private
information.

Fourth, the right to expose personal identity, that is, to decide
anonymity on the cyber space should be entitled to particular online
communities or individuals. It is against the principles of the
supplementary role to law and the self-decision toward personal
identifiable information for the state to exert authoritative power by
legalizing the real name system.
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
